Glover Park Village
Food Support Program
There is a motion before the GPCA for a grant of $2,500 for the Food Support Program managed by Glover Park Village.  This funding will support providing food from existing local resources people who need food.  
The Need: Hunger Among DC Older Adults: 
According to the National Foundation to End Senior Hunger, 11% of D.C.’s nearly 120,000 older adults have the highest rates of poverty in the US and are food insecure, 15% are living in poverty and thousands more struggle to cover housing costs, medical care, and still pay for food.  Food prices are rising.
The Food Research and Action Council (FRAC) finds that 12.8% of older adults in DC are food insecure.
The Capital Area Food Bank found that within the general population, 33% had experienced some level of food insecurity during the year prior.  The average cut in monthly Food Stamps for individuals is $93.
Feed the Family Pantry grocery bags are delivered weekly to 15 seniors in Glover Park.
Villages in DC Serving Older Adults
Glover Park Village began serving the community in 2010, does not charge for services or programs, and is one of three DC villages that are managed by volunteers.  GPV has found that there are many neighbors who have very limited incomes and experience food insecurity and social isolation.  There are currently 18 previously homeless individuals living at the Carillon House who are on housing vouchers/food stamps. 
Age-Friendly DC 2023 Strategic Plan says DC has more grassroots villages per square mile than any state. Neighbors helping neighbors, bringing social opportunities and awareness of resources to age in the community. 
Response to the Need: GPV Food Support Program
GPV’s Food Support Program addresses food and nutrition needs, and is working with non-profit SHARE that supplies healthy groceries at a 50% discount.  Food boxes cost $25 and have $50 of food, 4-5 lbs. of protein (red meat, chicken, fish or pork), 8-12 lbs. of fresh fruits and vegetables, and beans, dessert, rice, or other staples.
GPV is partnering with the Feed the Family Pantry, a project of the International Women’s Democracy Center, Friends of Guy Mason, DPR - Guy Mason Rec Center.  GPV coordinates the ordering, purchase, pick-up and distribution of the monthly food boxes.  SHARE also accepts EBT cards (SNAP program). Older adults who have indicated that they are in need of a food box will be supported by this grant.
